» Making coverage affordable through public funding for those with lowest incomes and
subsidizing coverage on a sliding scale

» Ensuring shared responsibility for the cost of health care

» Requiring insurance companies, hospitals, and the government to report on health care
spending

» Increasing quality and cost effectiveness of care to improve outcomes.
